We are working with the Senegalese National Malaria Program, 
which is also presently determining their target area with a 
limited amount of available mosquito nets.  Some of the 
villages above may fall in the National Program’s area.  Due 
to this, the villages above are subject to changes.  
Essentially, we are likely to distribute to these areas, but 
are waiting to hear from the National Program to tell us 
where they cannot reach. In working in conjunction with local 
health officials and the National Program, we will determine 
the villages with the greatest need.

2. Is this an urban or rural area and how many people live in this specific area? 
Rural. There are approximately 125,000 people living in the 
region of Kedougou; 9,000 in the Arondissment of Fongolimbi. 
 
- There are three communauté rurales in the Arrondissement of 
Fongolimbi.  We will be distributing nets in 2 of these 
communauté rurales : Dimboli and Fongolimbi.  
- Population of the communauté rurale of Dimboli : 4234  
- Population of the communauté rurale of Fongolimbi : 5037  
 
I have attached to this email an outline of the «Plan Local 
de Développement» (PLD) of both the communauté rurale de 
Dimboli and Fongolimbi. The PLD provides more detailed 
population statistics (NOTE : These are based on the 2003 
population census, as a result these are under-estimates of 
current population demographics), maps of each communauté 
rurale, and an overview of ongoing development activities in 
the area.   

 

3. Is this a high risk malaria area? If yes, why do you designate it as high? 
Yes. The arondissement of Fongolimbi, Communauté of Dimboli 
is considered a high risk malaria area because it has 
suffered from lack of access to medical services and 
education on the threats of malaria.  It is among the poorest 
and most isolated regions in Senegal, and during the rainy 
season many villages become virtually disconnected from local 
medical services—elevating the death rates from malaria 
infection. Based on prevalence models from MARA/ARMA –  
(http://www.mara.org.za/pdfmaps/WAfPrevModel.PDF and 
http://www.mara.org.za/pdfmaps/SenPrevModel.PDF), this is one 
of the worst areas in Sub-Saharan Africa. 
 

4. How many reported cases of malaria and malaria deaths were there in this area in 
2005? If you do not have statistics please make a qualitative comment. 

Specific data is pending, because there the new health post 
specific to this area has not yet been built. In a comparable 
area, 30-50 people test positive for P. falciparum per month 
at the height of rainy season. It is difficult to determine 
cause of death in many cases, but we estimate in a comparable 
region 10-20 people die from malaria related deaths each 
year. 

 

5. Is this distribution of nets ‘blanket coverage’ of an area/village or to a 
select/vulnerable group? If the latter, please describe this group. 

Blanket coverage of targeted villages. 
 

6. What is the existing level of ITN use in this area? Are there existing bednet 
distribution programmes in this area? 

The Senegalese government, through the President’s Malaria 
Initiative (PMI), currently distributes nets at rural health 
posts and through targeted local health networks (OCB’s) 
throughout the Kedougou region.  Aproximately 10,000 nets are 
distributed yearly.  Priority is given to pregnant women and 
women with small children. Supply does not meet demand and 
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nets are not available to large segments of the population 
who are isolated from these distribution points, especially 
during the rainy season. 
 
It is difficult to find specific details on previous mosquito 
net distribution and malaria initiatives as record keeping is 
poor in the area, and the District Sanitaire de Kedougou are 
still awaiting reports from Kedougou area Post de Santés for 
the 2007 campaign.   

 

7. Why was the area/villages chosen for bednet distribution and who made this 
decision? Please provide the name, position and organisation of the person/s 
making the decision. 

The decision to target Fongoimbi and Dimboli was made by 
NetLife and Peace Corps volunteers based in the Kedougou 
region. The following parties were consulated in making this 
decision: the District Sanitaire de Kedougou, Les Animatrices 
de la Sante (rural health outreach workers operating in 
Kedougou), and La Lumiere (a local NGO that conducts malaria 
prevention focus groups in conjunction with women’s micro-
savings groups). Fongolimbi and Dimboli has suffered from 
poor access to Kedougou’s health infrastructure, isolation 
during large portions of the year, and some of the highest 
rates of food insecurity and poverty in the region.

8. Have you consulted with the National Malaria Programme in your country about 
this distribution and what was their response? Please provide the name, position 
and contact details of the person/s with whom you have liaised. 

We have consulted with the director of the PMI program for 
the Kedougou region. We are coordinating with the PMI 
director to ensure that we target villages that are not being 
serviced by the mosquito net distribution activities of the 
local health infrastructure. 

 
Since the inception of the President's Malaria Initiative in 
Kedougou (2007), the District Sanitaire de Kedougou has 
worked in the Communauté Rurales of Dimboli and Fongolimbi in 
the following capacities : distributed a total of 150 
mosquito nets to the Poste de Santé de Fongolimbi, targeted 
for distribution to pregnant women and women with small 
children.  In addition, the District provided 3 Organisation 
des Communauté de Bases (OCB) located in the Arrondissement 
of Fongolimbi with 150 mosquito nets each for distrubution.  
OCB's are networks of local health workers.  These nets were 
also targeted for distribution to pregnant women and women 
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with small children.  Both the Poste de Santé de Fongolimbi 
and the OCB's conduct household visits and small-group 
formations on malaria prevention.   
 
For the 2008 campaign, the District Sanitaire plans to run a 
program similar to that of 2007 (described above).  
Additionally, Africaire is providing health relay, matrone, 
and local health worker trainings on malaria prevention and 
treatment.  All Case de Santes in Fongolimbi will be provided 
with Malaria (simple) treatment medication, and the Poste de 
Sante (located in Fongolimbi proper) will be equipped with 
rapid test malaria testing services for the first time in the 
history of the Arrondissement.

9. Please describe any pre-distribution activity, in particular how the size of the 
target group and number of nets required will be ascertained? 

We start by getting populations of villages in local 
government offices.  After this, we talk to Agent de Sante 
Communitaires and village leaders to gain a census of the 
target villages. We start our list of recipients with all the 
women in the village.   Next on the list are all the older 
gentlemen who have their own beds. After this, we list all 
the single men with their own beds. We review this list with 
village leaders and health officials a second time to 
determine if there are any others we have not listed that 
have a bed requiring a net and add them to the list. 
 

10. Please describe how the bednets will be distributed, by whom, whether 
distribution will be a focussed effort or part of a combined programme and if there 
will be an information/education component to the distribution? Please indicate over 
what time period (typically, the number of days or weeks) the distribution will occur. 

The bednets will be distributed by a team of Peace Corps 
volunteers and local health workers/ individuals selected by 
each targeted village. At each distribution event Peace Corps 
volunteers and their local counterparts will perform 
demonstration on the proper usage of bednet, a lesson on the 
malaria infection cycle in local languages (Pulaar, Malinké, 
Diahanké) and provide information on where villagers can 
access malaria testing and treatment services. The 
distribution will occur in two phases: 1. Identification of 
villages and selection of a local health worker to assist in 
the distribution process. 2. Distribution events. Phase 1 
will take place in the months of April, May and June; phase 2 
in June and July (2008). 
 

11. What post-distribution follow-up is planned to assess the level of usage (hang-up 
percentage) of the nets? How long after the distribution will this assessment take 
place? Will you provide us with the findings? What will you be able to do 
subsequently to increase net hang-up if relevant? 

Peace Corps volunteers will conduct follow-up visits to all 
villages receiving bednets to observe the hang-up percentage 
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of nets and provide further instruction on net maintenance. 
This assessment will take place at the beginning of the dry-
season to encourage the use of nets in this period when 
malaria infection rates are particularly high in the Kedougou 
region (October-December 2008), and before the next rainy 
season (April and May 2009). La Lumière agents in villages 
will also conduct follow-up monitoring and on-going lessons 
on malaria prevention where this organization is active.
